. According to sub-rule 5 in rule 74(iv) of Fundamental Rules
(Annexure.Il) (Part III) when a Government servant is reduced to'a lower post,
dismissed or removed from service, or suspended from employment, the Head
of office should make efficient arrangements for these entries being made with
regularity in the orders regarding reduction, dismissal, or suspension should be
filed with the Service Book. Entries relating to compulsory retirement are also’
entered in Service Register so that the competent authority can sanction the
pensionary and other terminal benefits entitled to the Govesament servant,

2. In Govt. Lr. No. 6875/(Per.N)/83-3 Personnel and Administrative
Reforms, dt. 21.10.83, instructions have been issued to the effect that eventhough
minor punishments contemplated in rule 8 of Tamil Nadu Civil Services
(Classification, Control and Appeal) rules need not be entered in the service
book, entries regarding withholding of increments and recovery from pay will
have to be made in the service book, to regulate the increment of the Government
servant and to watch the recovery from the pay of Government servants. The
entries relating to fine are also entered in the service book.

3. The Tamilnadu Public Service Commission in its letter second read
above, haspointed out that the punishment of treating the suspension period as
substantive punishment is also a minor punishment and that this punishment will
have an effect of postponing the increment and also affect the pension of the-
Government servant. The Tamil Nadu Public Service Commission has, therefore,
presumed that entries will have to be made in the service book in such cases also.



4. The Government have examined the point raised the Tamil Nadu Public
Service Commission referred to para 3 above. They direct that all punishments
contemplated in rule § of Tamil Nadu Civil Service (Classification, Control and
Appeal) rules irrespective of the fact whether it is a major or minor, including
censure, be entered 1n the service book of the concerned Government servanit.

In the said Fundamental Rules, in Appendix-I, in Annexure I1, in Part [11,
under the heading “Rules under Fundamental Rule 74(iv)”, in rule 6, for the
sentence beginning with the words “Any special test examination ™ and ending

with the words “the notification was published", the following sentences shall be -
substituted, namely :

“Any departmental test/special test examination passed by the Government
servant shall be entered in the service book based in.the Tamil Nadu Public
Service Commission Bulletin in which the register numbers of the successful
candidates in that test were published. Such entry shall be verified later with the
Tamil Nadu Public Service Commission Bulletin in which the names of the
Successful candidates in that test were published. If the register number published

‘in the Tamil Nadu Public Service Commission Bulletin is found wrong, the entry
made in the service book based on the Tamil Nadu Public Service Commission
Bulletin in which such register number was published shall be cancelled. The
details regarding the Foundational Training undergnne and the test passed by the
Government servant at the end of such training in the Secretariat and the Civil

Service Training Institute at Bhavanisagar shall also be entered in the service
book.”
